SERV-0R is a statewide registry of pre-
credentialed health care professionals who want
to volunteer their services during emergencies
with significant health impacts. The registry is
sponsored by the Oregon Public Health Division
in partnership with the Medical Reserve Corps
(MRC). SERV-0R uses a secure database to
register, credential and alert volunteers.
